KIrjaston edessa oleva pylvaskaytava. Pylvaskaytavasta on portaat

nakoalatasanteelle, ja sielta edelleen portaat puistoalueelle.
Nakoalatasanteelta avautuu nakyma lounaaseen yli koko puisto-
aukean: Sen vasemmalla reunalla nousee antilkin temppelia
muistuttava opettajien ravintola. Tasanteella on poikkeus Aallon
tuotannossa, kirjaston seinaan betonista valettu ulkopenkki, joka on
sittemmin poistettu.

The square in front of the university’s main building is bounded by
a long brick wall with a view onto Lake Jyvasjarvi. On the opposite
side of the square there is a colonnade In front of the library
building with grass growing on its roof. A staircase leads from the
colonnade to a scenic outlook platform from where stairs continue
to the park. The platform offers a view to the south-west over the
whole open area of the park. At the left edge of the park there Is a
restaurant for university faculty members that resembles a temple
from antiquity. The outlook platform included a feature that was
exceptional in Alvar Aalto’s work, an outdoor bench of concrete cast
iInto the wall of the library. It was removed later.
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
